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A. That's right.

Q. Okay. And so the police eventually arrived?

A. Yes. 1I dialed 911, and a beat officer eventually
arrived.

Q. Okay. And did the Simafrancas eventually leave
your home?

A. Yes. After the police officer intervened, he spoke
to them, wrote a report or was beginning to, and eventually
at some point they left.

Q. Okay. And what did they say as they were leaving?

A. Basically, Mrs. Simafranca, as well as
Mr. Simafranca, at different times when they were leaving
told my wife and I that -- that they'll be back, that they
were the owners of the house and they'll be back, and that
don't spend any money -- more money on fixing up the house,
etc., because it will be a waste of time and a waste of
money .

Q. Okay. After they had left your home at -- on
Kikala Street, did you find anything of Mr. Simafranca's
inside your house?

A. Yes. After they left and the locksmith left, I was
talking to the police officer for a while, actually, and
then he eventually left.

And as I went back to the house to check if anything

was missing, I went in the front door where we had first saw

them, walked to the back, to the back door, and at the back
door there's a laundry room with a sink. And on the sink I

found one of those purse-type wallets that men carry around.

Q. Okay. And that -- inside was identify -- something
identifying it as belonging to Mr. -- to Michael Simafranca?
A. Yeah, I did see his license -- driver's license,

Michael Simafranca.

Q. Okay. Mr. Uyehara, did you or your wife give Carol
or Michael Simafranca authority to enter or remain in your
home at 98-2041 Kikala Street?

A. No.

Q. Okay. At any time?

A. No. That's correct.

Q. And did you give David Keanu Sai or Donald A. Lewis
authority or permission to enter your home at Kikala Street?

A. No.

Q. And did you give David -- did you give David Keanu
Sai or Donald A. Lewis any authority to file any notice of
investigation upon a claim to fee simple or warranty deed of
a warranty of seizin in the Bureau of Conveyances regarding
your property at 98-2041 Kikala Street?

A. Absolutely not.

Q. Okay. And you gave none of them any authority to
deal or -- with your property at all?

A. That's correct.

Q. Okay. Did everything that you have testified to
occur in the City and County of Hecnolulu, State of Hawaii?
A. Yes.
MR. NADAMOTO: I have no further questions. Any
from the grand jury?
(No audible response.)
MR. NADAMOTO: Okay, you can go.
(Witness is excused.)
MR. NADAMOTO: Daniel Hanagami.
DANIEL HANAGAMI
called to testify before the Grand Jury, being first duly
sworn was examined and testified as follows:
EXAMINATION
BY MR. NADAMOTO:
Q. Please State your name for the record.
A. My name is Daniel Hanagami. I'm a lieutenant with
the Honolulu Police Department's White-collar Crime Unit.
Q. Okay. And were you the HPD officer in charge of an
investigation of David Keanu Sai and Donald A. Lewis?
A. Yes, I am.
Q. And pursuant to your investigation, did you execute
a search warrant on the business premises of Perfect Title
Company?
A. Yes, I executed a search warrant on September 5th,

1997.
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Q. Okay. And that was at 850 Richard Street, Suite
6007

A. Yeah.

Q. Okay. And pursuant to that execution, did you find
a file entitled Simafrancas?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. Okay. And did you go through that file?

A. Yes, it was filed Label 64 in the Perfect Title's
filing system.

Q. Okay. And when did Carol Simafranca go to Perfect
Title to have an investigation upon a claim of fee simple
title done?

A. Records and time stamped in Perfect Title files
showed her paying a $500 deposit with a certified check July
16, 1996.

Q. Okay. And would that have been the same day as an
order of -- confirming sale of the property at 98-2041
Kikala Street was filed?

A. Yeah. There were documentation of the foreclosure
sale on that date also.

Q. Okay. And when was the investigation that you just
mentioned completed?

A. I believe it was August 5th of 1996.

Q. Okay. And also in that Simafranca file, did you

find a copy of a letter which had been sent to Craig Uyehara
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from Carol Simafranca?

A. Yes.

Q. And, basically, what did that letter state?

A. It stated that the Perfect Title Company had
researched the true ownership of property, and Perfect Title
had assigned a warranty deed to Carol Simafranca stating
that the property belongs to her under on the tax map key
198064014, I believe it was.

Q. Okay. Basically, that's the property located at
98-2041 Kikala Street?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And that warranty deed, that would have been
signed by who?

A. I believe it was signed by Donald Sai.

Q. The warranty deed?

A. Oh, excuse me, Donald Lewis.

Q. Okay. David Keanu -- the warranty deed, the one --
the deed giving the property to the Simafrancas?

A. In the capacity of Regent of the Hawaiian Kingdom,

that was signed by Donald Sai -- David Keanu Sai, excuse me.
Q. Okay, S-I -- S-A-T.
A. S-A-T.

Q. Okay. The letter that you just mentioned, was that
dated prior to January 10th, 19977

A. Yes, it was.
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Q. And that letter also -- did it mention -- stated
that the Simafrancas' intention to retake -- allegedly
reclaim their property or retake their property?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. So the Perfect Title Company would have had
or should have known about the Simafrancas' actions?

A. Yes, because in the files it also had records of
the foreclosure sale, the land title research of the
foreclosure of the Simafrancas. It also showed the person
who bought the property during their foreclosure sale, which
was the Wongs, I believe.

Q. Okay. And inside that file, did you find various
documents which had been filed at the Bureau of Conveyances?

A. Yes.

Q. And did you also go to the Bureau of Conveyances to
get out copies of those documents?

A. Yes, I requested the certified copies from the
bureau.

Q. Okay. And did that include -- okay. And by filing
these various documents, did Donald A. Lewis and David Keanu
Sai attempt to put ownership of that property at 98-2041
Kikala Street in Carol Simafranca's name?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And did that -- some of those documents

include a notice of investigation upon a claim to fee
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simple?

A. Yes, it did.

Q. A warranty deed?

A. Yes, it did.

Q. And a warranty of seizin?

A. Yes.
Q. Okay, did you review those documents?
A. Yes, I did.

Q. Okay. What did the notice of investigation upon a
claim to fee simple state?

A. It stated that the initial property was vested in a
will of James Austin at his death in 1895, and since the --
Perfect Title's philosophy is that any land that was
acquired by the Republic of Hawaii was done in a illegal
manner. There was an illegal overthrow by the current
government; so, therefore, any land that was obtained from
that date is -- was registered illegal.

Q. Okay, so basically they were saying that the
Uyeharas do not have title to that land?

A. Yes, and the Simafrancas had a rightful claim to
that property.

Q. Okay. And what was the warranty deed?

A. I beg your pardon?

Q. Okay, you also -- did you also look at a warranty

deed?
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A. Yes.

Q. And that -- the one that you said was signed by
David Keanu Sai?

A. Yes. That one -- Sai, in his capacity as the
Regent, assigned that property at 98-2041 Kikala Street to
Carol Simafranca.

Q. Okay --

A. -- based upon the research, investigative research.

Q. Okay. And did you also review a warranty of
seizin?

A. Yes, I did.

Q. And what did that, again, allege to do?

A. That thing, that document traced the -- the land
back from 1845; and it shows how the land was transferred
and who acquired those property for basically a hundred-ten
year span. And it showed that, again, Simafrancas had a --
Carol Simafranca had a lawful claim under the Kingdom Law.

Q. That would be under Hawaiian Kingdom?

A. Hawaiian Kingdom Law to that property.

Q. Okay. And did David Keanu Sai, again, purport to
give that property to Carol Simafranca?

A. Yes, he did; registered in the Bureau of
Conveyances.

Q. Okay. And that was filed on April 10th, 19977

A. Yes, I believe it was.
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Q. Okay. So that would have been three or four --

three or more months after the Simafrancas -- after January
10th, 1997 --
A. Yes.
Q -- when the Simafrancas had gone to that property?
A. Yes.
Q Okay. Lieutenant Hanagami, did you also check with

the Bureau of Conveyances and Land Court to see if, in fact,
where the -- Craig and Sandra Uyehara were the owners of
that property?

A. The title documents revealed that the Uyeharas
owned that property.

Q. And that would have been in January of 1997?

A. Yes.

Q. Okay. And your review of the Simafranca file at --
which you found at Perfect Title, would that also have shone
that the Perfect Title, meaning Donald A. Lewis and David
Keanu Sai, would have been aware that the Simafrancas had
lost that home in a foreclosure?

A. Yes, there were documents in there indicating that.

Q. Okay. And were there also documents in there
showing that Donald A. Lewis and David Keanu Sai would have
been aware that the property was valued at over $20,0007?

A. Yes, there were tax assessment property evaluation

records in that file, and the -- the value of that property
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was of, I think of June -- July of 1996, was valued at about
approximately $330,000.

Q. Okay. And so even during the time when the
Simafrancas would have owned, that property would have been
valued at over $20,000, too?

A. Yes, it was.

Q. Per those records you --

A. -- yes.

Q. Okay. Did everything you testified to occur in the
City and County of Honolulu, State of Hawaii?

A. Yes, they did.

MR. NADAMOTO: Okay. Any questions from the
grand jury?

(No audible response.)

(Witness is excused.)

MR. NADAMOTO: I have no further gquestions or
witnesses.

(End of proceeding.)
